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Success Stories

The Transition House pro-
gram has been providing

services to previously homeless
families for approximately six
years now. The families who are
accepted into our program must
go through a very strict screen-
ing process.

After a family is selected,
they move into an apartment in
Transition House, where they
may reside for six months to
two years. 

Because people become
homeless for various reasons,

each family is
case managed
in such a way
as to fit the
needs that
will best pro-
vide for their
situation and
the dynamics
of their fami-
ly. During
their stay
many ser-
vices are pro-
vided to
them. Some

of these services are counseling,
continuous help with budgeting,
monetary help with schooling to
further an adult’s education and
marketable work skills, parent-

ing classes, referrals to various
agencies that can help them in
other areas and the list goes on.

The Transition House pro-
gram is a very strict one in the
sense that the families who are
chosen must be dedicated, 
motivated and really want to
succeed. It is my responsibility
as case manager to help counsel
them as well as to make certain
that they adhere to the program,
but it is up to the family itself 
to become a successful 
“graduate” and to become 
self-sufficient and remain in
permanent housing.

Two families have written
to us lately, letting us know the
positive effect that being in the
Transition House has had on
their lives. 

Family benefits from many
services offered to them while
at Transition House.

The first letter is from our
first “graduating” family. It
reads: “It all began for my fami-
ly and I about five years ago.
That’s when we found ourselves
in the same position that many
people can and do find them-
selves in everyday: one 
paycheck away from being
homeless. We became homeless
and after a few months in a
homeless shelter (the RAIN 
program), we were referred to
Project Understanding because
they had just taken ownership of
an apartment building in Oxnard

for what was going to be used
as a pilot project as a transition-
al living apartment to help those
families who, like us, had found
themselves in what felt like a
dead-end situation.

I truly believe that if it
weren’t for Project Understand-
ing perhaps my family and I
would not be in the wonderful
position we are in today. (And
she puts this happy face :).)  I
am glad and will be forever
grateful for the opportunity to
have such a helping hand to
help us dig ourselves out of the
hole we were in. Going there
(Transition House) was both
hard for us and a blessing.

There were so many ser-
vices and outreach opportunities
given to us and to all of the
other residents living there.
Without Project Understanding
we would not be where we are
today, if not for all of the help
and support and hard work and
deep dedication on Ms. Sheila
Kay’s part. (Here she puts a
smiling face and a “yeah.”)
In the beginning it was rough to
be there as we had almost lost
everything and then to go to a
place where all they want to do
is help you at every turn. They
helped us obtain and stick to a
budget, which in turn helped us
save money, enough money for
the very large deposit for the
house we now reside in. They
helped us with a church family
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that was sent to us as mentors.
We could not have ever asked
or received a better bunch of
people than the people who
were referred to us (from the
church) and with whom we
became a part of their ‘family.’
For those people alone, we will
always be grateful.

We were helped with our
children’s school supplies, food,
clothing, Christmas presents,
Thanksgiving needs, you name
it and either Sheila or our
church mentors were there with
whatever was necessary. They

both always went above and
beyond the call of duty. Sheila
and all of her resources helped
my family and myself to
become independent and pro-
ductive parts of society again
with our pride and dignity still
intact. 

They helped me to apply for
and shortly thereafter receive
housing. And from there we
received a four-bedroom house
in which we resided for two

years. Then we moved to a big-
ger four-bedroom home in
which we live now and have
been for the last year. While we
resided in the Transition House,
my husband was helped with
getting a job in which he still is
employed only now he is in a
much higher position. While
there (Transition House), I was
able to obtain a great paying job
which I loved and was able to
climb the ranks very rapidly.
After about three years there, I
left that job and am now
employed with the Fillmore
School District where my three
daughters attend school.

My husband and I pray on a
daily basis for Project Under-
standing, Sheila Kay (especial-
ly), our church mentors and all
of our blessings that began
again for us at the mercy of
Sheila Kay and Project
Understanding all of those years
ago and continue to grow for us 
throughout our daily lives today.
Thank you.”  

Transition House family
becomes self-sufficient.

Here is another very short
story of a family who “gradu-
ated” from our program six
months ago. 

“Project Understanding has
given my daughters and me a
place to live when we had no
other place to go and helped us
to save money to become self-
sufficient. They have supplied
us with blankets, towels, plates,
bowls, cups, glasses, pots, pans
and food, plus furniture like
beds, a TV and VCR and tables
and chairs.

Project Understanding is
loving, caring, kind, understand-
ing, helpful and always there in
time of need. Thank you,
Project Understanding, for all of

your help and God bless every-
one, especially Alan [Alpers,
resident manager] with the
beautiful work he has done to
the apartments and Sheila Kay
with her love and understanding
towards others. She is a 
special blessing to Project
Understanding.”

A short stay at Transition
House gives family boost to
get ahead on its own.

Another one of our recent
“graduates” stayed in the pro-
gram a very short period of
time. She is a single mom and
needed assistance; we provided
her with it and she was very
inner motivated. She is going to
Oxnard College and is in a pro-
gram called the CISCO
Program where she learns to put
computers together. She also
works part-time and was very
active in student government.
She stayed in our program
approximately nine months dur-
ing which time she was able to
receive housing assistance, save
enough money for her deposit
and continues to work very hard
to finish college. She was a
prime example of a person who
was motivated within herself
and had goals and a direction
and stayed on track. We just 
finished following her for the
final six-month period of time
after “graduating” the program.

Family overcomes obstacles.
This weekend we had

another family “graduate” our
program. She is a single mom
who entered the program after
having become ladened with
debt and found herself unable to
continue paying rent and thus
was evicted from her apartment.
She was in the Marine Corps
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Reserves, worked a full-time
job and parented a six-year-old
son. During her stay with us
(the full two years), she sur-
vived terrible obstacles. She
was called to active duty and
was fortunate enough to be 
stationed at Point Mugu; she
became pregnant, gave birth
prematurely to a very sick baby,
survived an abusive relation-
ship, went into counseling, got
on medication for an anxiety
disorder, paid off over $6,000 in
debt and still managed to save
enough money to move into a
two-bedroom town house in
Oxnard. This is one very brave,
dedicated, motivated woman
who is truly a survivor.

Perhaps this has given you,
the reader, an overview of our
Transition House program, the
intensity of what we do to make
certain that we have as many
successful “graduates” as possi-
ble. The Transition House pro-
gram is not an easy program to
be in; there is much we require
of our families. But, this is all
done so that they can again
become self-sufficient citizens
and never again find themselves
homeless. u

Manager Finds
Work Enriching

Many of Project Under-
standing’s programs are

designed for immediate assis-
tance. Families and many indi-
viduals in need come daily to
the office or SARAH Center
seeking some kind of short-term

help.  
Flexibility and spontaneity

are the keys in providing assis-
tance. The employees, volun-
teers, and the generous donors
keep Project Understanding as a
prominent place to seek support
in troubled times. 

At the other end of the
assistance spectrum is long-term
support for 
a few quali-
fied fami-
lies, who, 
for what-
ever rea-
sons, find
themselves
in a hous-
ing crisis.
Project
Understanding is fortunate to
have a Transition House where
five families live and get long-
term help from the organization.

When I came on board with
Project Understanding in
January of 2002, I wasn’t sure
what to expect. I was willing to
work on the property and there
were things that needed doing. I
had already been volunteering
for several years transporting
food for the food pantry—a
rewarding job I highly recom-
mend. But moving in and 
figuring out how to manage six 
residences when sometimes I
fall behind on my own, was a
little intimidating.  

At worst, it would be 
charity work which has its own
spiritual rewards, and at best, it
could prove to be an enriching,
satisfying experience. I am
happy to say it is the latter.
This is due to three things: First
is the operations committee and
the program’s leadership. With
very little oversight, they basi-
cally said, “Let’s have a nice
place we can be proud to offer

our clients—just try to be eco-
nomical.” The support has been
wonderful, and the property has
become a central gathering
place in the neighborhood. The
front yard has seating, swings,
tetherball, and a sandbox all in a
nice landscaped setting. I tell
people if you want to find 
our place, just listen for the 
children—they are all over here.
Project Understanding is com-
mitted to this program and it
shows. The Transition House is
a pretty nice place to offer our
clients.

Second is the families we
have. Each one is carefully
screened and interviewed.
Everyone has been gracious
about getting into the housing
here, and the support for one
another within the complex is
inspiring. Making this a “home”
and not a “stopover” is some-
thing we have worked on very
diligently.  

The case worker, Sheila
Kay, meets once a week to
check on progress and to lend
an ear. Any special family needs
are discussed in this forum. She
takes a personal interest in
every resident here, often offer-
ing an encouraging observation
or kind word. But this place
doesn’t feel like a transition
house, just a nice apartment
complex which people call
home. So far, Project Under-
standing has helped 13 families
work through their housing
crises, and every few months,
someone leaves for greener pas-
tures.

The third integral part of the
Transition House program is the
many supporters of Project
Understanding. Donations of
household goods and furniture
allow families with little to set

Our Mission and Programs

Mission

Project Understanding is a faith-based agency founded and estab-
lished on the principles and ideals of Judaism and Christianity
whose mission is twofold: To do justice by serving the poor, hun-

gry and oppressed with compassion and mercy, and to provide avenues for
those who wish to serve others.

Programs
Project Understanding initiates, develops, and maintains special pro-

jects pulling together the efforts of individual local churches and groups to
meet the needs of the less fortunate. The programs are:

Reception Center
A program that utilizes an intake process with skilled, supportive lis-

teners to minister to and assess the needs of individuals and families in
order to make appropriate referrals.    

Focus on Food Emergency Food Pantry
A pantry program designed to help homeless and hungry people

through times of crisis. The Pantry provides recipients with a three-day
supply of food.

SARAH (Simply Arranging Real Assistance Here)
A source of basic services for homeless people. Services include

shower and laundry facilities, a mail and message center for job seekers,
and assistance in attaining food and shelter.

Ventura County Hunger Coalition
A network of church and community-based groups and individuals

committed to eliminating domestic and world hunger through communica-
tions, advocacy, networking, education, and action.

Tutoring Station
To assist economically disadvantaged children, this program provides

one hour per week of extra classroom instruction with volunteer tutors in
one-to-one interaction at five locations in Ventura and Oxnard.

Religious Coalition for the Homeless
Churches and synagogues joining in faith-based action to provide tran-

sitional shelter and a voice for the homeless of Ventura County.

Emergency Shelter
Project Understanding is working with a coalition of interested agen-

cies and individuals to provide year-round emergency shelter for homeless
people.
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Leadership
Ventura Rebuilds
P.U. Front Planter

I t is with deep appreciation
that Project Understanding

acknowledges the contribution
of a Leadership Ventura 2003
team to our main building at 43
East Vince Street.

Established in 1994 by the
Ventura Chamber of Commerce,
the Leadership Ventura Program
has graduated over 100 commu-
nity leaders. This program is
designed to provide the knowl-
edge and perspective which
tomorrow’s leaders will need to
guide our community through
challenging and sometimes 
difficult times. Each team is
required to develop, plan and
carry out a community project
of the team’s own choosing.

This year, the team made up
of Dan Pfeifer (Wastewater
Superintendent, City of
Ventura), Bryan Roberts (Police
Lieutenant, Ventura Police
Department), and Charles
Spinnler (Director of Work
Services, ARC Ventura) chose
Project Understanding as their
community service project site.

They arranged for the
removal of two overgrown
juniper trees and remaining
shrubbery, the demolition of the
old planter, the construction of a
new brick planter, the planting
of new landscaping and the
placing of new awnings over
the windows and door.

The team also enlisted the
assistance of Dan & Kristie
Inglis, Tia Loughrin and Bryan
Roberts’son, Cole, for the actu-
al labor. Materials and services
were donated by Mariposa
Landscaping (removal of juni-
pers and planter), Wells Fargo

Bank (donation of bricks and
mortar), Ventura Rental (tools
and equipment), Ace Awning for
the manufacture and installation
of the awnings, and Green
Thumb Nursery for donating the
plants. u
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up a “home.” Play equipment
and even landscape plants have
allowed us to remodel the out-
side appearance, taking advan-
tage of limited outdoor space
available for enjoyment. We’ve
run out of places to put any
plants! But donated materials
have allowed us to save thou-
sands on improving the appear-
ance of Transition House. 

But most importantly is the
support with funds. Anyone
with children in a household
knows the wear and tear a fami-
ly puts on a place, even when
trying to be careful. The Transi-
tion House is a 1960s vintage
apartment complex, so things
need repairing. Imagine trying
to support five households and
the surrounding property. 

Every time I go to the hard-
ware store I am amazed at how
much a can of paint, some hard-
ware, a roll of duct tape and a
smoke detector battery cost. It
would be nearly impossible to
help these families with a
respectable setting without the
financial support we enjoy from
our donors. I remind myself of
that fact every time I have to
replace something.

I have to say, that this 
experience is proving to be very
fulfilling and enjoyable. What I
have learned is that the families
here are no different from any-
one else except for some unfor-
tunate circumstance. It is good
to know that we are privileged
to help a small number of fami-
lies in a long-term, substantial
way, and I’m sad to see the
families leave when they get
back on their feet, but then,
there is always another new
family happy to be arriving. u

of the United States. In his book
Terry he writes, “Terry was
dealt a doubly cruel hand; the
companion demons depression
and alcoholism. . . . [A]fter her
teenage years the demons were
always after her, relentlessly
pulling at her stability and hap-
piness. . . . Yet she persisted
through countless AA meetings,
numerous treatment facilities,
hospitals, detox centers, and
spiritual quests, and a thousand
counseling sessions. . . . But in
the end, the demons won the
physical battle and dragged her
battered body to an untimely
grave.”

Every disease that robs us
of health and, ultimately life, is
a tragedy. Let us treat all who
suffer—whether from cancer or
from mental illness or addiction
—with the compassion and the
support they deserve. u

Caring for All

The wife of a good friend
and colleague of mine died

in June of cancer. The disease
was diagnosed near the end of
2002 and she died six months
later despite the best medical
efforts and her own fight and
determination.

During her battle her
friends and family rallied
around her and provided what-
ever help and support they
could. As with other cancer suf-
ferers, we described her battle
as “heroic,” “valiant,” and
“brave.” In the end, her death
was tragic. No one has suggest-
ed that her death was her own
fault or resulted from any weak-
ness on her part.

I say this because it got me
thinking about the victims of
other diseases that do not fare
so well in many of our judg-
ments. It is no secret that many
people who are homeless in our
society are the victims of men-
tal illness or addiction. Many

people see these persons not as
victims of a tragic disease, but
as “bums” or “wackos.” When I
am invited to speak before vari-
ous groups, it is not uncommon
for someone to come up to me
afterwards and say, “If those
bums would just stop drinking
and get a job . . .” as if stopping
drinking was an easy thing to
do. Or “Why don’t those crazy
people just take their meds?”
without thinking that the nature
of the disease makes the victim
suspicious of the very person
who is giving them that medica-
tion.

I am not suggesting that
people who suffer from addic-
tion or mental illness are
heroes. I am just asking for the
same compassion and concern
that we afford to other people
who suffer from diseases.

On December 13, 1994,
police in Madison, Wisconsin,
found the body of an intoxicat-
ed woman who had frozen to
death. The event itself might
have gone unnoticed except for
the fact that the woman’s father
was George McGovern, Senator
from South Dakota and his
