Getting to Know
the Tutoring Sites

The Project Understanding
Tutoring Program provides

free one-to-one tutoring to
needy children (kindergarten
through 8th grade) whose fami-
lies cannot provide the help that
that their students need. 

In our five tutoring centers,
170 tutors are currently serving
over 200 children. The success
of this program is due in large
part to the dedication and 
talents of our five site coordina-
tors. This month I will introduce
them to you and tell you about
the centers that they serve.

Avenue Students Explore
Lake Casitas.

The Avenue Center is the
original tutoring center, started
back in 1982 by Lynn Nelson.

At first it was in one small
room, but it is now located in
the attractively renovated build-
ing which was once the Avenue
Drugstore on the corner of
Ventura Avenue and East Vince
Street, next to Project
Understanding. Site coordinator
Lorena Varela was a student at
the Avenue Center when she
was in middle school, and now
she is supervising the center and
studying human resources at
Ventura College. Her warm per-
sonality makes it a welcoming
place for her 35 students, and
her fluency in Spanish has been
a big plus in helping those fami-
lies whose first language is
Spanish to feel comfortable.
This center serves students from
E. P. Foster and Sheridan Way
elementary schools and De
Anza Middle School.

A highlight of this past year
was the Summer Enrichment
Program. With volunteers from
the National Charity League,
students visited the Santa
Barbara Botanic Garden and
explored Lake Casitas with a
naturalist. In addition, our
friend Kathy Back and her
helpers led a fun week that
focused on reading.

Oxnard Students Show Great
Impr ovement.

Joyce Clark, a retired
teacher, brings a wealth of ener-
gy and experience to the
Oxnard Tutoring Center. Joyce
expects the kids to work hard,
and they love it. It is a joy to
see the children come running
in each day with big smiles on
their faces and a cheery greeting
on their lips. Joyce encourages
some children to come every
day so that they can bring their
work up to grade level more
quickly. This method must be

working, because each spring, a
large group of students have
improved so much that they are
“graduated” from tutoring.

Started seven years ago by
Charlie Tubbs, this center is
housed in two Sunday School
rooms which are graciously pro-
vided by St. Paul’s United
Methodist Church. During this
Christmas holiday, Joyce, her
husband Dail, and helpers from
St. Paul’s are refurbishing the
center so that it will be bright
and shiny when the children
return from vacation.

Joyce told me of two of her
students who were living with
their parents in a small one-bed-
room apartment. When the rent
was raised recently, they had to
move, and the only place that
they could afford was a garage!
In this abundant land, why
should any family have to raise
their children in a garage?

Lots of Activities at
Eastminster Site.

Through the generosity of
Eastminster Presbyterian
Church, a house on their proper-
ty has been turned into an
attractive and welcoming tutor-
ing center. Serving Juanamaria
and Serra schools, it is filled to
capacity with 83 students, in
both one-to-one tutoring and
small groups.

Site coordinator Betty
Whitney is a retired teacher
who started this center. She
thinks big and when she sees a
need, she addresses it. Last 
year several retired teachers
expressed an interest in leading
small groups, and the center
now has three small groups
serving kindergartners and sec-
ond graders. This approach has
been very successful, and the
children have made great
improvement in their reading. 

This year, Betty has added a
homework drop-in time one
afternoon a week, and she hopes
to increase that to two days next
year. She is also thinking about
providing parenting classes in
the evening. Adult English as
second language classes have
been offered, as well as the
annual summer “Jumpstart
Program” which helps students
brush up on their skills before
starting school in the fall. Betty
and the Eastminster Center do
everything they can to help 
students and their families.

Lincoln Serves Downtown.
She may be small in stature,

but Lincoln site coordinator
Eunice Koch is big on enthusi-
asm and concern for her 

students. Eunice started as a
tutor when the center opened.
Several years later she became
site coordinator and she has
been doing it with zest ever

since. Lincoln is a small neigh-
borhood school serving a very
needy population of students
who live in the Ventura down-
town area. Lincoln is unique
among our tutoring centers in
that it is located at the school
that it serves. Tutors go into the
classroom right after school and
this has several benefits. The
teacher is often still there and it
is easy for teacher and tutor to
communicate. Also, the student
is already there and doesn’t
have to go home and then go to
tutoring. The tutoring center at
Lincoln is a valued resource
that is strongly supported by the
teachers and administration.

Saticoy Librar y, a Busy Place.
Saticoy site coordinator

Ofelia Cervantez started this
tutoring center in 1997, and she
has been helping students from
Saticoy and Citrus Glen ele-
mentary schools and Balboa
Middle School there ever since.
Ofelia is a great grandmother
who knows this neighborhood
well because she lives there.

At 4 p.m. the Saticoy Public
Library is bustling with activity.
Tutoring students and tutors are
working together at the tables;

neighborhood teenagers are
using the computers and visiting
with their friends; mothers and
children are picking out books;
and other adults are browsing.
Librarian Evelyn Cuevas has
made this library a welcoming
place that serves as a sort of
community center and library
combined. Both she and Ofelia
are bilingual, which helps peo-
ple who don’t speak English

feel at home. They make a 
great team to serve the Saticoy
community!

Tutoring Needs.
Our number one need is

always for more tutors. Right
now we have 37 children on our
waiting lists and each one needs
a tutor. High school students
have responded generously to
this call, and now we need some
more mature tutors to provide a
balance, especially at Saticoy
and the Avenue. If you enjoy
children and can give an hour a
week, you can make a differ-
ence in a child’s life. Please join
us by calling Marcia at 652-
1326.

Reception Center

A pantry program designed to help homeless and hungry people

through times of crisis. The Pantry provides recipients with a three-day
supply of food.

shower and laundry facilities, a mail and message center for job seekers,
and assistance in attaining food and shelter.

Ventura County Hunger Coalition
A network of church and community-based groups and individuals

decide on a fitting memorial for
their collection.

Someone suggested that a
rail car that had transported
Jews would be a fitting way to
display the paper clips. But
finding one turned out to be
harder than anticipated. A
German couple who were both
journalists in the United States
made it their mission and, after
3,000 miles of searching, found
a car and raised the money to
buy it and have it shipped to
Whitwell.

And so this symbol of
hatred and death is converted
into a symbol of acceptance and
life.

This rail car began its exis-
tance during the First World
War — the war that President
Wilson said was fought to
“make the world safe for
democracy.” It became a means
of terror and hatred during the
Second World War. Now it will
end its existence as a symbol of
the power of tolerance and
democracy in a small town in
the American South — a town
just a few miles from the birth-
place of the Ku Klux Klan.

A couple of months ago I
was honored to receive an
award for Care for the
Community of Life from the
local group, Citizens for
Peaceful Resolutions. In my
acceptance remarks I said,
“Democracy is not about the
ability of the majority to impose
their will on the minority or the
strong to impose their will on
the weak. But for the many to
insure the well-being of all and
for the weak to be made
strong.”

There has been much dis-

cussion lately about spreading
democracy around the world —
a laudable goal. But let us never
forget that democracy is about
more than voting. It is about
caring for the entire community,
especially those who are least

Democracy and
Finding a Home
for 11 Million
Paper Clips

On September 9, 2001, a
ship arrived in the Port of

Baltimore. Among its cargo was
a nearly 85-year-old rail car

from
Germany.

During
the next
few days,
as terrorists
attacked
from the
air, this rail
car was
carried to a
small town
in Tennes-
see, pro-

viding a quiet but powerful
counterpoint to the events that
were riveting all our attention.

This rail car, first made in
1917, had been used to transport

Jews to the death camps in Nazi
Germany. Now it was in
Whitwell, Tennessee, where it
became the repository for 11
million paper clips that serve as
a memorial to the 11 million
Jews, gypsies, homosexuals and
Jehovah’s Witnesses who died
in the Holocaust.

Some of you may remember
that I wrote about the efforts of
the students of Whitwell Middle
School in April 2001. The stu-
dents were attempting to collect
6 million paper clips to memori-
alize the Jews who died in the
Holocaust. The paper clip was
selected because the people of
Norway had used the paper clip
(which was invented in
Norway) as a silent symbol of
opposition to the Nazis during
the occupation in World War II.

I recently saw a documen-
tary called, “Paper Clips” which
told the more recent conclusion
of their efforts. The effort
attracted worldwide attention
and interest. 

The number of paper clips
continued to grow until they
numbered nearly 30,000,000 —
five times what they had set out
to gather. They were trying to
