Star carried a front page
article about &entura man whg
had been rescued alive from tH
bottom of a crevasse on Moun

Hood in Oregon.The article
caught my attention because |
knew the victim.

Geof Godfrey is a retired
teacher who once served a ter
on the Project Understanding
board of directors.

Geof was climbing the
mountain with his brothen-
law when he fell through a thin
layer of snowwhich was hiding
a 30-foot deep crevasse. He w|
injured very badly by the fall
and wedged into the bottom of
the crevasse.

Another hiker who did not
even know Gedf willingly
risked injury and even death to
try to rescue Gebf

When the hiker was not
able to free the fallen climber
