Homeless Count
Finds Nearly 2000
of Our Neighbors
Without Shelter

For the first time everan
actual census of homeless
people inVentura was taken on
January 23 (and in the days-fo
lowing). Teams of volunteers
spread out throughout the
county to seek out and inter
view homeless people to try ar
get an accurate count.

The intention was to find
out how many people were

homeless in the county on that
one day

The count was conducted
under the auspices of the
Ventura County Homeless and
Housing Coalition and was
overseen by DiJoe Colletti of
the Institute for Urban Researc
and Development.

Major Facts of the Count
Some of the major facts
revealed by the count are:
